Dear Minister of Justice,

Please allow me to express my concern about the more than 5,000 refugees and asylum seekers who are stranded in Choucha refugee camp in Tunisia and at the Saloum border post in Egypt. They were in Libya when the conflict broke out in February 2011, but originate from countries including Eritrea, Ethiopia, Iraq, Somalia and Sudan.

These refugees are condemned to live in Choucha and Saloum until they are resettled in a third country, as they cannot safely go back to Libya, and Tunisia and Egypt do not offer them a possibility for integration. So far, the response from the European Union has been insufficient: the 27 Member States have only offered a total of around 700 resettlement places.

As the current holder of the EU presidency, I urge you to call on EU Member States to pledge to a significant increase in the number of refugees to be resettled from Choucha and Saloum.

I call on you to ensure that all refugees in the two camps are resettled in the shortest possible timeframe, either in Europe or elsewhere. 

I am confident of your good will and sense of justice.
