Dear Mayor Djilas,

Please allow me to express my concern about the 90 families who live in Belvil and were told on 30 March 2010 that they would be evicted to make way for a new road funded by the European Investment Bank. There was no consultation with these families and no alternative to the eviction was offered. Instead, they learned they might be housed in metal containers.

More than a year later, in April 2011, the families were told that they would be resettled to one of seven sites, mainly on the outskirts of Belgrade. They were shown plans of prefabricated houses that would be built for them and told that representatives from the community would be able to visit the sites. Since then, nothing has happened.

I call on you to inform the residents of Belvil of the date and plans for the resettlement of their community. 

I urge you to ensure that a genuine consultation with the residents takes place, encompassing all elements of a resettlement plan, set out in accordance with international standards. 

I am confident of your good will and sense of justice.
